If the tenant is not present 24 hours after the arrival date and time the owner reserves the right to re-rent the property without indemnity and any deposit paid by the tenant will be forfeited.

If the owner has cashed the security deposit as a partial payment, he reserves the right to demand full payment for the rental period if he is unable to find another tenant.

At the end of the rental period, if the tenant does not vacate the property the owner will evict the tenant by an 'Order of Eviction', 2 days after a single warning to vacate the premises is received by the tenant by registered mail with return receipt, even if the tenant does not retrieve the letter.

The amount of ......................... euros is required at the time of reservation.  This amount is to be considered as a deposit* OR a partial payment*.    
Deposit:  if the tenant withdraws from the agreement this amount is forfeited.  If the owner withdraws from the agreement he must repay the tenant double the deposit amount.
Partial Payment:  if the tenant withdraws from the agreement the owner may demand full payment for the rental period agreed upon.

VI. Security Deposit

Upon arrival, the tenant must pay a security deposit of ......................... euros by certified check (if the tenant is a foreigner this amount must be paid by travelers' checks in euros).  This amount will be reimbursed at the end of the stay, less any deductions for missing items, damage or any amount owed by the tenant.

In the case of lost keys, an amount of 50 euros will be charged and will be deducted from the security deposit reimbursement.  If the keys are returned after the agreed upon departure time, 200 euros will be deducted from the security deposit reimbursement for a studio or 2 room rental and 400 euros for a 3 room rental or larger if the owner suffers financially by this delay.

VII. Inventory - Condition of Premises

An inventory list will be either signed by both parties or posted on the premises.  In the latter case, if the tenant does not agree with the list he must let it be known within 24 hours of his arrival.  After this time he will no longer be able to lodge a complaint.

VIII. General Conditions of the Contract

The rental does not include sheets, bath linens nor house linens.  Use of sheets is required for each bed.  The rented premises contain furniture, kitchenware and bedding (mattresses, box springs, blankets, pillows and bolster pillows).  No cleaning and cooking products are provided, only the appliances are furnished.

The tenant must make known any damage or breakage he is responsible for that occurs during the rental period.  No item can be moved from one room to another.  Any observed damage will be deducted from the security deposit reimbursement.

The rental is strictly for the individual tenant and his family.  The tenant is not allowed to do anything to disturb the neighborhood.  After 10 p.m. the television and music are not to be played loudly. 

The tenant must keep the premises clean.  He must keep the appliances, furniture and premises in good general condition; maintain the garden and water the plants if there are any.  He must inform the lessor, without delay, of any damage he notices on the rental premises that requires repair by the lessor.  Failure to report such a problem will lead to the tenant being responsible for any additional damage caused by the worsening of the problem.  

The tenant must ensure good daily ventilation in order to avoid all humidity and condensation in the rental premises.  It is forbidden to put anything down the sinks or toilets that may cause blockage or to use any products that may damage the pipes.  

The tenant is responsible for any costs for maintenance and unblocking of the pipes, toilets etc.  He is also responsible for any charges for repairing the appliances unless he can show the cause of the breakdown was due to normal wear and tear.

If the building is in an organized gated community' the tenant must abide by all rules of the community.  He is responsible for any damage to community property by himself or any person invited by him onto the premises.  He is not allowed to store any object such as furniture, packages, bicycles, shoes, skis, children's cars or toys, scooters etc. in or on community property such as entryways, courtyards, stairways, landings or hallways.

The tenant cannot hang anything out the windows.  If there are fireplaces on the premises the tenant cannot require that they function.  The owner does not guarantee their safety and the tenant is completely responsible for any harm that may result in their use.

The tenant is responsible for any urgent repair or other problem that requires immediate attention in the rental property or shared areas.  He is unable to later claim damages based on the inconvenience of any such repairs.

In the case of loss of public services (water, gas, electricity etc.), the lessor is not to be held responsible and the tenant will not be able to lodge a complaint or claim damages.

IX. Insurance

The tenant is responsible for any damages on the rental premises that arise due to his negligence.  He is responsible for any theft or loss by anyone he invites onto the premises.  He agrees to uphold his civil responsibilities and to protect against the following risks:  theft, burglary, personal and property accidents, offence to neighbours and water damage.  He will provide proof of his personal insurance policy at the time of his arrival on the premises.

The lessor is not to be held responsible for any theft that may occur on the premises during the rental period.

X. Area of Residence - Arbitration

In the case of a complaint or disagreement, for this current lease, the parties involved declare the region of the rental property to be the location where any litigation will take place.

In the case of difficulty, the court and legal system used will be that of the region of the rental property.
